Need to think about eliminating Eastern Red 
Cedar

Windbreak-Limitations On C/S

State REAP Program-Allows 75% C/S
Rules did not provide adequate funds

Carroll SWCD reduced to 50% Costshare
Maximum limit on trees and shrubs

Shrub (50% of $3.00)
Tree (50% of $15.00)

Capped amount an individual could get
$1,500/individual/fiscal year
